Valve  Cams — All  cams  and  internal  gear  are  forged  from  a  single  piece  of  Vanadium  steel, 
wearing  parts  are  large  and  substantial.  Cams  are  arranged  around  the  periphery  of 
an  internal  gear  and  the  large  diameter  gives  a  quick  opening  and  quick  closing  valve.
