We measure all of our
road and mountain frames in the
center-fo-top format. This
measurement is derived by the
distance from the cenfer measured
along the center of the seattube. This
measurement is more accurate than
the center-to-center format which
doesn't allow for different tube
shapes, When comparing Litespeed
frame dimensions with the figures
supplied by other companies, it is
important to note how the frame is
measured for accurate comparisons.
