prototlypes. and never go forward without
considering the options. Comfort and durability
are major factors In mouvntain bike riding. but
performance equates to nothing if the ride s too
harsh and forces retirement. Achieving all three
attributes is the reason why Orange receive such
high acclaim. from both mogazine test pilots o
off road tourers.

In supporting Team Orange we appreciate the
necessity of providing toilor-made machines and
racognise that even riders of similar stature may
not necessarily require identical spacifications.
For instonce, although we build our fraomes in
three sizes. 17", 19" and 21°, {and an additional 15"
in the Clockwork frame). we olso offer three stem
sizes to ideally suit the physical proportions and
handling requirements of each rider.

In comman with the Orange philosophy of
moking improvements to oll aspects of cycling,
our clothing has evolved from ‘seal of the pants’
experience. which in the case of our shorts. you
will appreciate immediately. For the new, all-
season performance jackets. the “Wind Shield’
and "Wind Shelter’, wa got help from team riders
Sam and Colin. Theyve prabably got more
experience thon ony other teom in the country in
the bike orientearing events. These raoces are
held over two days and involve over twelve hours
of competition. From their accumulative
axperieance we realised that some of the high
performance fabrics were not suitable for such o
dynamic and oerobic sport. When choosing o
suilable gorment for cycling. the considerotions
toke a different order of importonce (o most
other ouldoor activities. The garment must
be designed specifically for cycling . asitis
anly then the stretch characlaristics of the
fabric can ba utilised in ordar to avoid
hampering the riders movements. Increased
activity demands thot breathability isamajor
pricrity. The garment must wick the sweat
away from the skin so the body can maintain
a suitoble working femperature; o bodiy
designed garment can work in reverse,
retaining sweat and wicking away energy.

Toking into aoccount the amount of lime we
spend in the saddle, combinad with our ottention
to details and distinctive graphics. constructing
perfoarmance clothing seemed like o natural
progression. After all, if we sell the bikes as used
by Dan Cook, why not also offer the shirt off his

bock.
